TOTAL ALLEGIANCE

In previous weeks we have seen how the theme of
covenant—as a preparation for the baptismal covenant
celebrated at Easter—occupies an important place in our cycle
of Lenten readings. The notion of covenant as a relationship
between two parties carries with it an expectation of mutual
accountability and fidelity to the terms of the covenant. When
God forged the covenant with the Jewish people on Mt. Sinai, it
was a pledge of God’s protection, and it would forever permit
them familiar access as the Chosen People. For their part, the
Jewish people were to observe the dictates of the law,
summarized most succinctly here in the form of the Ten
Commandments. To be in a covenantal relationship with the
Lord God requires an exclusive relationship, just as discipleship
with Jesus—ritualized in baptism—demands a total allegiance
to him and none other.

Postures of the Mass

In the Mass, we pray not only with our lips, but with our bodies
as well. We stand when the ministers enter. In Western culture,
standing is a sign of attention, a mark of respect: all stand when the
judge enters the courtroom, for example. Standing is also an ancient
posture of prayer, mentioned frequently in the Old Testament.
When the readings begin, we sit down: a listening posture. Mary sat
at Jesus’ feet to listen to his teaching; the crowds sat on the hillside
or the seashore to hear his words.

Kneeling is another posture that is full of meaning. It
expresses adoration and worship, but it can also express humility
and contrition. We bow: a sign of honor and reverence,
acknowledging the presence of God, especially when we receive
the Eucharist. And there are other ritual gestures as well—striking
the breast, genuflecting, and of course making the sign of the
cross. The liturgy invites us to pray with our whole person—with

heart and mind, voice and body.

Posturas de la Misa

En la Misa, rezamos no solo con los labios, sino también con el
cuerpo. Nos ponemos de pie cuando entran los ministros. En la
cultura occidental, estar de pie es un signo de atencién, una sefial de
respeto: todos se ponen de pie cuando el juez entra en la sala del
tribunal, por ejemplo. Estar de pie es también una antigua postura
de oracién, mencionada con frecuencia en el Antiguo Testamento.
Cuando comienzan las lecturas, nos sentamos: una postura de
escucha. Maria se senté a los pies de JesUs para escuchar sus
ensefianzas; la multitud se sent6 en la ladera o en la orilla del mar
para escuchar sus palabras.

Arrodillarse es otra postura llena de significado. Expresa
adoracioén y adoracién, pero también puede expresar humildad y
contricion. Nos inclinamos: un signo de honor y reverencia,
reconociendo la presencia de Dios, especialmente cuando recibimos
la Eucaristia. Y también hay otros gestos rituales: golpearse el
pecho, hacer una genuflexion y, por supuesto, hacer la sefial de la
cruz. La liturgia nos invita a orar con toda nuestra persona: con el
corazon y la mente, la voz y el cuerpo.
