DOUBT
The desire to be able to prove the existence of a divinity
has troubled humanity since human consciousness first became
aware of the divine. To this very day we are fond of saying that
any number of things—from sunsets to hot fudge sundaes—are
“proof that there is a God.” We get so caught up in the story of
“doubting Thomas” that we fail to notice that today’s Gospel
gives us John’s account of Pentecost, the bestowing of the Holy
Spirit upon the disciples following the Resurrection. Thomas,
evidently, missed out not only on seeing the Risen Christ, but
receiving the Holy Spirit as well. This is not to be taken lightly
and, perhaps, makes Thomas’ disbelief a bit easier to
comprehend. It also makes his professing that Jesus is his Lord
and God—the only time the New Testament explicitly refers to
Jesus Christ as “God”—more remarkable.

The Psalms in the Liturgy

The book of Psalms is a prayer book, hymnal, and anthology of
verse all rolled into one. It contains one hundred fifty ancient songs—
poem-prayers that express the joys and sorrows of the Hebrew people
and their longing for God. The psalms are incredibly varied in tone.
Some are solemn anthems of praise that once accompanied processions
of great multitudes to the temple; others record the lonely cries of a
faithful soul who feels abandoned by God.

This ancient prayer book of the Hebrew people is our principal
prayer book as well. The psalms are everywhere in the liturgy—in the
antiphons and acclamations of the Mass, and most particularly in the
responsorial psalm that follows the first reading. The psalm that is sung
at Mass usually echoes the themes of the first reading, and sometimes
even comments on it.

On this Second Sunday of Easter, we listen to the account from
Acts describing the communal life in the early Church, and then the
psalm comes to remind us: “Give thanks to the Lord for he is good, his

love is everlasting” (Psalm 118:1). In their wonderful variety, the psalms

teach us how to pray. —Corinna Laughlin, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Los salmos en la liturgia

El libro de los Salmos es un libro de oraciones, un himnario y una
antologia de versos, todo en uno. Contiene ciento cincuenta canciones
antiguas, oraciones de poemas que expresan las alegrias y las tristezas
del pueblo hebreo y su anhelo por Dios. Los salmos son increiblemente
variados en tono. Algunos son himnos solemnes de alabanza que una
vez acomparfiaron procesiones de grandes multitudes al templo; otros
registran el llanto solitario de un alma fiel que se siente abandonada por
Dios.

Este antiguo libro de oraciones del pueblo hebreo es también
nuestro principal libro de oraciones. Los salmos estan por todas partes
en la liturgia, en las antifonas y aclamaciones de la Misa, y mas
particularmente en el salmo responsorial que sigue a la primera lectura.
El salmo que se canta en la misa suele hacer eco de los temas de la
primera lectura y, a veces, incluso comenta.

En este segundo domingo de Pascua, escuchamos el relato de
Hechos que describe la vida comunitaria en la Iglesia primitiva, y luego

viene el salmo para recordarnos: “Den gracias al Sefior porque es bueno,

su amor es eterno” (Salmo 118: 1). En su maravillosa variedad, los

salmos nos ensefian a orar. —_Corinna Laughlin, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
